Abstract

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In terms of administration, the Dance Research Society, Taiwan combined the
people in the fields of dancing and literature in Taiwan with master’s degrees and
doctorates to be main volunteers and to establish the non-profit organization based
on the common cause. non-profit organizations are like the epistemic community.

( The epistemic community refers to the groups formed and participated by people
voluntarily to share knowledge. The force to unite people is their friendship, trust,
or common interest instead of formal responsibilities. Members of the epistemic
community can decide freely whether or not they will actively take part in activities
as the reason why people join the community is to share experience and knowledge
and to teach and learn in order to gain mutual affirmation and respect. The
epistemic community knows the best to spread hidden knowledge and innovate
knowledge as people exchange viewpoints and ideas spontaneously in group
activities and share new knowledge that is gained from outside the group, they
create the most valuable asset of man power of the organization. )

Based on the prospect above, this study tries to discuss the application and
influence of the model of CORPS of non-profit organizations in culture study
groups. The study examines the Dance Research Society, Taiwan, discusses the
purpose of the organization, analyze the knowledge backgrounds of the members,
